Norsk Toppfotball (NTF) in collaboration with Telenor, TV 2 Interaktiv, Mobiltech and Boost Communications is now launching a complete mobile solution for the clubs of the Tippeligaen (Norway’s “Premier League”) and the Adeccoligaen (First division). Each club can now offer a dedicated mobile portal for clubs news and videos, fan blogs, chatting with fellow fans and sending MMS images to big screens during matches.
All of the clubs in Tippeligaen and Adeccoligaen will now be provided the opportunity to create their own branded mobile portals and to use the mobile phone to build a closer relation to their fans.
Wide Support

– 15 clubs have already signed on to participate, and several others have announced their interest in doing so. We are now hoping that all the clubs will get involved so that we can raise the mobile offering from all of Football Norway, says Eskil Andreassen, Head of Digital Media at Norsk Toppfotball.
– Mobile phones are becoming an increasingly integral part of our everyday life, and the fans now actually expect their clubs to provide them with mobile services. Furthermore, we view this as an important step with regard to the development of football in the future. In making football accessible via the greatest number of channels, we believe that this will play a role in increasing the value of football-related rights for all interested parties, says Andreassen.
Rounding Out Their Mobile Offering
Last year football enthusiasts were given the opportunity to follow their favourite teams via live programming on TV, but also via Internet and mobile phones as well. This was a result of collaboration between NTF and TV2 Interaktiv and Telenor.
- This year we are extending the offering so fans can access football content from where it means most to them, their club’s own mobile portal. This is part of Telenor’s strategy to deliver the best possible user experience. This will also give the clubs an opportunity to create added value through the growing popularity of the mobile channel, say Christian Victor Bernau, Director of Football at Telenor.

The mobile portals will contain editorial content from the clubs as well as broadcast rights content from Telenor and TV2 Interaktiv (FXT). The service will include video of goals and scoring alerts, along with the possibility of viewing video highlights of a club’s everyday routines, access to private chat rooms and blogs for fans and players. In addition to this, there will be a variety of standard services related to the downloading of ring tones and background images, SMS and MMS contests, etc.
Cooperation Between Large and Small Players

This mobile offering is the result of a partnership between NTF, Telenor and TV2 Interaktiv, Mobiletech and Boost Communications. Mobiletech and Boost are providers of technology services and will deliver the platform which forms the basis for the portals and messaging services.
- The building of communities and blogs as a component of the portal will be an important focus area, say Espen Askvik of Mobiletech and Øystein R. Skiri of Boost Communications.
The initiative by Norwegian elite football for a collaborative effort ensures that the clubs, and particularly the fans, will have equal opportunities to participate. Concepts such as quizzes, chatting, polls and the opportunity for members of the viewing audience to send MMS directly from their own mobile phones to a big screen at the stadium represent some of the possibilities.
